Sound doctrine is a key theme in the letters to Timothy and Titus.
Unhealthy heresies were multiplying in the early church. Paul left
Timothy in Ephesus to confront false teachers. Over time, Timothy
grew weary and wanted to quit. He seems to have lost his flame for
Christ. Most of us understand Timothy’s timidity. We too have backed
down from our fears when we should have been strengthened by
Christ. This text features Paul’s call to Christian courage.
